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President’s Notes
On or about February 29, 2008 the Baltimore County planning staff will publish their preliminary staff recommendations on at least eight zoning requests in our area.  We have been approached by Baltimore County’s staff and asked for input on these issues by January 31, 2008.  Please take a moment and review the various zoning requests found on the 2008 CZMP Log of issues via the county web-site:

http://www.baltimorecountymd.gov/Agencies/planning/zoning/2008czmp/index.html.  

I realize many of our members do not have internet access so I have asked the HNCA zoning committee to prepare a list and brief description of the zoning requests for this newsletter.  For your reference I have posted on our web-site (www.hollyneck.org) a draft copy of the 2004 approved special exception.  This special exception was granted to allow a non-conforming property to legally operate as a marina with certain restrictions and guidelines.  The property owners are now requesting full marina zoning classification.

My current thinking is unless we are approached by the property owner with a development plan which has been review and generally accepted by HNCA membership and Baltimore County/DEPRM, we should be very cautious about supporting any increase in zoning privileges.  We should oppose any request which may now or in the future bring pressure upon the more environmentally sensitive areas of the Holly Neck peninsula.  Among the many zoning issues you will find a zoning request to change a wetland forest from RC-20 to RC-5, and another request to create a BL (business light area) area next to the wetlands restoration area.

If you have any suggestions, recommendations or concerns on any of the zoning issues you may forward you comments directly to our Baltimore County area planner Lhay@baltimorecountyMD.gov or any member of the HNCA executive board or zoning committee.

There are ongoing issues about safety and health concerns as well as the legitimacy of this type of use being classified as a boarding house.

Exec Board Recommendation:  Support zoning change

General Comments about the CMZP Process:
· We will discuss these issues at the January 21st meeting.
· The position taken by the members at that time will be conveyed to Laurie Hay, the District 6 Planner.  She will consider the recommendations in reaching the position of the Department of Planning and their presentation to the Planning Board.
· The positions will also be communicated to the BRNCA and request that they support us.
· They have formed positions on the issues in their area (other portions of the peninsula) and they have asked that we support them.  We will discuss these issues at the January 21st meeting and decide if we will give that support.
· The Department of Planning will make recommendations on each of these issues to the Planning Board, who will make recommendations to the Council.  The Council will make the final decisions.
· As a community, we (you) will have three additional opportunities to voice your opinions.  The first will be at the Planning Board Public Hearing on March 30th; the second will be at the Planning Board Public Hearings in April and May; and the third will be at the County Council Public Hearings on June 8th.
· The zoning that is granted for the property is as a matter of right without exception.  This means that the owner can do whatever the law allows, regardless of what their current or stated plans are.
· The zoning categories mean:
· BL (Business Local) – Typical uses permitted by right: Retail Sales, personal services, restaurant, bank, office, tavern, food store, medical clinic.   
· BMB  (Business Maritime Marina) – Intent: to accommodate those water-dependent facilities and associated uses that are of an intense nature, residential and institutional uses as limited in DR 5.5.
· DR-1 (Density Residential) – One dwelling allowed per acre
· RC-5 (Rural Residential) – Intent: to provide for rural residential development in areas of the county where public water and sewer are not anticipated.  It is intended that the placement of the zone will help eliminate encroachment onto productive agricultural and watershed areas.
· RC-20 (Critical Area) – Intent: To meet the criteria of the Critical Area Law as approved by the Chesapeake Bay Critical Area Commission for protecting water quality, natural habitats, and wildlife populations.
